4. The ASEA shall assign a WVP Coordinator to work with the host lodge and who will be
the point of contact for all matters concerning and associated with hosting a WV Group.

1. The host lodge shall be responsible for the care and enjoyment of the WV Group once
they arrive at the host lodge community and to make and provide all arrangements for the
WYV Group. At minimum, such items to include.

All transportation requirements for the group upon arrival through departure.
All necessary housing arrangements

All necessary meals arrangements.

Schedule and coordinate all activities for the WVP Group during their stay.

2. The host lodge shall provide to the ASEA WVP Coordinator, for approval, a proposed
schedule of events and activities, housing and meals and travel arrangements as outlined
in items la — 1d above and to be included with this Request.

3. Other incidentals which the host lodge may wish to provide during the stay.
